Workplace Partnership for Life Give 5 – Save Lives

[bookmark: _GoBack]The goal of the Give 5 – Save Lives campaign is to increase the number of people who sign-up to be organ and tissue donors on state organ donor registries. The campaign unites the federal government, the organ and tissue donation community, and 11,000 Workplace Partners.  Businesses, organizations, and associations across the Nation are educating their employees and members about organ and tissue donation and offering them the time and opportunity to sign up as organ and tissue donors. 

Give 5– Save Lives is part of a broader organ donation registration initiative, the Workplace Partnership for Life (WPFL) spearheaded by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (HHS).  Through the Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA), Give 5 – Save Lives promotes donation education in the workplace and opportunities for individuals to sign up on state donor registries. Workplace Partners have helped register more than 580,000 new donors in the U.S. since the program began.

Give 5 – Save Lives: how does it work? On average, 78 people a day receive an organ transplant. But more than 105,000 people are currently awaiting a life-saving organ transplant in the U.S.  Also, thousands of people need tissue and eye transplants each year.  The Give 5 – Save Lives campaign strategy is simple and aimed at helping. corporations, associations, and businesses offer three brief, informative, 5-minute sessions to all employees through the web or email, workplace health fairs or donor awareness programs.  The goal is to provide each employee or member an opportunity to learn more about the critical importance of organ and tissue donation and to make signing-up on state donor registries quick and available.

Partners connect with their local organ and tissue donation organizations to help tailor and customize donor awareness and registration campaigns. The Give 5 – Save Lives campaign is just one strategy to encourage and support partnerships that educate employees and others about the need for more donors.
